This tournament is open to all male and female contestants registered and in good
standing with the United States Judo Federation (USJF), United State Judo, Inc. (USJI),
or the United States Judo Association (USJA) and must be a minimum of five vears old
as of January 28, 2012.

All contestants must compete in their own age and weight division prior to competing in
another higher division. Senior Brown and Black Belt competitors, 16 years and younger,
may at their discretion compete in their respective intermediate divisions. Only Senior
Brown 1 kyu may compete in the Black Belt Division.

All weight division categories are subject to change. The weight divisions will be
determined upon receipt of all entries. Contestants who exceed the maximum weight
allowed for their age group will be placed in the next older age group. Excessive weight
contestants will be determined at the discretion of the tournament committee. Coaches,
Instructors, & Parent will have an opportunity to review the categories and confirm their
child’s/athlete’s suitability for participation.

This tournament has been designated the Oregon State qualifying tournament for the
USJI Senior Nationals, therefore the standard IJF weight categories for both men and
women will be contested. Brown and Black Belt competitors may compete in both the
pound (light, middle, heavy) and kilo (IJF categories) divisions. These division
categories may be combined only for the purpose of competition.

MEN: 60kg, 66kg, 73kg, 81kg, 90kg, 100kg, 100+kg
WOMEN: 48kg, 52kg, 57kg, 63kg, 70kg, 78kg



TOURNAMENT RULES:

Current International Judo Federation (IJF) contest rules with the following
modifications:

Shime-waza (choking techniques) will be allowed for 13 years and older.
Kansetsu-waza (joint lock techniques) will be allowed for Black belt only.

Golden Score time limit will be 3 minutes. First score wins match. Hantei decision will
be called if tie remains.

LJF dress code of gray slacks, white shirt, black tie and black sport coat would be
appreciated for judges. A white dress shirt and dark slacks will be allowed for Brown
belt judges, as needed.

Additional changes or modifications may be made to ensure the safety of participants.
A true double elimination scoring system will be used.

AWARDS:
First, second and third place awards will be given in each division. Team trophies and
individual ribbons will be awarded to the first and second place teams.

Awards will be presented after each division is completed. Contestants will be called to
trophy presentation.
